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HABC Level 2 Award in Moving People Safely (QCF)  

This course gives participants an externally accredited and nationally recognised qualification (QCF) specific to the Moving and Handling of Individuals.

Overview
The Highfield Awarding Body for Compliance (HABC) Level 2 Award in Moving People Safely will develop a learner’s knowledge and skills regarding safe moving and handling techniques and health and safety responsibilities in the workplace. 
The course will provide theory and practical learning with an emphasis on participant practise of techniques relating to their employment. 
The content will develop the learner’s ability to carry out moving and handling of individuals with respect and dignity, understanding the importance of thorough preparation prior to carrying out any task. They will also learn to use approved moving and handling techniques, applying these to a variety of situations involving moving people and equipment.
Learning Outcomes

Manual handling safety at work:
· Describe the legal requirements for safe moving and handling

· Understand the importance of good posture and other factors which facilitate safer moving and handling

· Identify possible activities that could cause musculoskeletal problems

· Moving Equipment safely

· Assessing risks

Moving People safely:

· Prepare individuals, environments and equipment for moving and handling

· Handle and move individuals

· Describe various types of mechanical handling aids
Target Group
The course is designed for learners with duties which involve the moving and handling of individuals within their working environment.
Entry Criteria
There are no essential knowledge requirements. 
Learners should be able to work at or above Entry Level 3 Numeracy and Literacy.
Learners who are not operating at this level may require support with literacy in order to achieve a successful outcome.

Specific Highfield Awarding Body for Compliance Requirement
· Photo Identity (eg passport, full driving licence, UK citizen card) MUST be provided in order to participate in the multiple choice test.

Course Requirements
The course consists of two units to the qualification both of which are taught by participative methodology. PowerPoint presentation, demonstration, role-play and group discussion will provide differing learning environments and opportunities for learner participation. 
Learners will be provided with a course booklet for referencing during and after the programme is completed. 
Assessment is carried out through 2 short multiple choice tests in addition to dual assessment of practical skills, both inanimate and moving people, by the course tutor/assessor.
Delivery Model(s)
2 consecutive days course.
Learner Information
Learners attending the course must be currently fit to work. The course will involve practical skills and therefore clothing and footwear must be appropriate. (Flat covered in shoes, easy to move in clothing). Learners will be asked to declare any pre existing conditions affecting their fitness at the beginning of the course.

Some of the support we provide includes worksheets produced in large text, hearing loops, one-to-one help during the course and adaptive equipment.
