Supporting People With Dementia (Day Four Of Four)

Improving Your Knowledge About Dementia and Putting People First
Overview

Dementia can make day-to-day life more challenging. Short-term memory loss, disorientation and confusion are amongst a number of symptoms that can make day-to-day life difficult and sometimes frightening for the individual and those carers closest to them.  Current government policy asserts that people with dementia who want to remain in their own homes should be supported, along with their families, to do so for as long as possible.  Imaginative, flexible person-centred services are required to enable individuals with dementia to remain living at home longer. In particular staffs need to be trained to work with people with dementia, and their carers, in a person-centred way that promotes well-being, independence and choices. 
Learning Outcomes

· Improved knowledge of the early signs of dementia and pathways to a diagnosis and appropriate levels of support for themselves and their carers.

· Have a greater understanding of the different types of dementia and how they might present themselves.

· Explored how to enable individuals to remain independent through adapting their living environments with navigation aids, task guides, and assistive technology.
· More fully understand how to promote and contribute towards improving individuals and their carers well-being and choices.
· Have more knowledge about available choices for individuals and carers and how they can access information and sustainable support.
· Working in a person-centred way.

Maintaining daily living skills
Promoting independence, giving back control, promoting well being linked to individual assessments, assistive technology.
Activities and leisure
Meeting social and emotional needs, knowing the person and what is appropriate, planning – what does a quality services look like and how do we measure our work?
Ideas and developing the confidence to put into practice, making best use of the environment, spiritually and other important issues linked to the person with Dementia.
